1. Switch OFF the mains supply

2. Use a screwdriver to rotate counterclockwise to unscrew the four screws “B” of A.

3. Rotate the wall mounting plate “C” from light body “A” counter-clockwise to unlock the safety lock “D”
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The ceiling fan must be installed in a location where the blades have a minimum 300mm spacing from the tip

of the blade to the nearest objects or walls.

Secure the mounting bracket to a ceiling joist/structure that can carry a load of at least 20kg with included

screws, ensuring 30mm minimum screw penetration.
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4 Use the wall mounting plate “C” as a template to drill four holes in the  ceiling, then place the dowel“E” into the holes.

5. Use screws “F” provided to secure the wall mounting plate “C” onto a flat ceiling surface. 
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7. Connect the drive live “L” and neutral “N” wires to the terminal “ I ”.

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Feed mains supply connect live “L” and neutral “N” wires to the terminal block “I”.

Secure the terminal block “G” to part “C” using 2 screws “H”.

Use a screwdriver to remove the 2 screws “H” from the terminal block “G” by turning them counterclockwise.
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8. Lock the safety lock “D” and plug the terminal block “I”back on. Rotate the light body “A” clockwise to refit back to the 
mounting plate “C”.

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9.Use a screwdriver to tighten the 4 screws “B” on part “A” by turning them clockwise.
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PLEASE NOTE: The remote handset cannot be used either simultaneously or in conjunction with a wall controller.

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Entering WiFi Pairing mode: FAN+LED Light Version  

1.Turn on the power.

2.Within the first 20 seconds, press and hold the “       ” button until a “beep” is heard.

3.Continue step connect on your smart devices to complete the pairing.

If you don’t hear a “beep” sound, repeat the above steps.

1.Download the “Smart Life” APP on your smart devices by

scanning the QR code below with camera.

Smart Life matching process, please follow the steps:

2.Turn on WiFi and Bluetooth on your smart devices. Ensu-

re it’s connected to a 2.4GHZ WiFi.

3.Open the APP, follow the steps to register new user acc-

ount or login existing account.

4.Follow instructions in main manual (steps can also be

found on the back of the remote) to put the fan into WiFi

pairing mode. If the operation is successful, go to step 5.

If the fan has previously been paired or you can’t get it to

work, please go to step 4 to RESET the fan.

5.RESET the fan. This step is NOT necessary if the fan has

successfully entered WiFi pairing mode in the last step, if

not, try to RESET the fan: turn on the fan, power off after

10 seconds, power on again after 15 seconds, long press

“Fan Stop” for 5 seconds, if "beep beep" are heard, the

reset is successful. If "beep beep" is not heard, the reset is

failed, please repeat this step.

6.Once the fan has entered WiFi pairing mode, open the

APP again on the smart device. Click “Add Device” in the

middle or the “+” on the top right of the screen.

7.The auto scan should begin automatically, and the fan

should show up at the top of screen within a few seconds.

Note: If the fan is not showing up, you can add it manually 

by clicking and navigate to: >Add Manually >Small Home 

Appliance > Fan

8.Follow instructions in the APP to finish the set up.
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The DC ceiling fan has been designed for a very fast installation, maximise airflow with minimal energy
usage and operate as quietly as possible. Unlike high-speed traditional fans, ceiling fans generate a gentle,
high-volume airflow that promotes evaporative cooling. This method is highly effective for cooling people and
consumes significantly less power than air conditioning.

Remote controlled fans must be installed with an isolation switch on the wall.

Warranty is void if parts are used that are not Martec products, including but not limited to remote controls,
receivers, led lights, switches, wall control, dimmers, extension rods and angle canopies.

Pairing multiple fans to one remote - Pair fan 1 using the pairing instructions, using the same remote pair fan 2 in
the same way with power on to all fans to be paired to the transmitter.

When using the timer, the timer button must be the last button pressed, if another button is pressed after the timer
button, the timer is cancelled.

This remote has a memory function, this means if there is a power outage, the fan will restore the same function
as when the power was cut. If the isolation is switched off and then turned back on, the fan will resume the function
it was operating at, before being switched off.
